
Appleton Wiske Parish Council

Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held in the Village Hall on Monday 2nd July 2018 that commenced at 7.30.pm.

Present

1. Public Comment  

2 members of the public present. Kim Laws (KL) PCSO for Appleton Wiske area and her student Emily Knights (EK).
2. Apologies and Declaration of interest for any agenda item

Cllr David Hugill (DH), Cllr Kenton Bazeley.(KBa) No declarations of interest.
3. Minutes of the May 2018 meeting 
Minutes of the June 2018 meeting were agreed and signed off
4. Matters Arising
A. Changes in Data Protection Regulations - Update. KBa to prepare draft GDPR outline for next meeting.
B. CCTV camera – Update. KBl informed Cllrs that he had still not received any further information, 2 months after the original conversation with his contact Lisa Wilson. He would phone her again. He discovered that her line manager Gina Allen works for the HDC Community Safety Partnership. It was remarked that if we can’t get anywhere the CCTV may need to be removed. Osmotherley have two CCTV cameras and Tim Swales may have further information as NYCC  bought them originally.
C. Report on progress and outstanding matters from previous meetings –  
i. DP and SM – names and contact details to be added to HDC website.-SM’s details added but Emma Calvert at HDC informed the Clerk that they had no record of receiving the Declaration form from DP. Agreed SM to check PC’s records for a copy of the form or arrange for Chair to complete a new form.
ii. Update on request from Briarmede Cottage for assisted access from the road to the front door across the Village Green – SM reported the telephone conversation with YLCA who requested an e-mail including a Village Green map and what type of disabled access the applicant envisaged. DP reported on the Clerk’s conversation with NYCC Social Care Team. The Clerk spoke to Colin Chisholm who agreed with the Council’s view that requests of this kind had always been refused because permanent structures across a village green are not allowed, however they would be able to help with access on private land. He asked whether the residents had access from the rear of the property and said that Occupational Therapists (OT’s) may be able to grant access requests if the equipment installed was deemed to be of communal use. He recommended the gentleman in question phones NYCC asking for him, he will transfer him to the OT team to explain the situation to them. They will make an assessment of his needs, which may include a home visit. Agreed that SM writes to the Richardsons advising their course of action.
iii. DP reported that the condition of the road C2 to Picton had deteriorated further and that the cones which had been placed in the worse holes had now been squashed by vehicles. It was agreed that DP would photograph them and sent a further note in response to Highways email of 10 May where they said the road was not a priority. 
iv. Highways have repaired the pavement near the allotments. KBl said the repairs were even more of a trip hazard now and it was agreed that he should contact them.
D. Matters arising for information only – 
a) KL said there were no reports this month. JS reported that this week she rounded a blind corner and came face to face with a group of cyclists on the wrong side of the road. KL replied that a group cyclists or horse riders should be 1.5 metres away from each other and 2 abreast. The speed awareness course states they should stay 2 abreast until they know that the approaching vehicle has seen them. She also reported that property marking is taking place in East Cowton Village Hall this Saturday, 7th July. PG replied that the school uses Selector DNA forensic marking. KBl suggested property marking in our Village Hall would be a good idea in 6 months’ time when children have received new bikes for Christmas. He will include it in the newsletter. He also mentioned that blocking pavements can lead to a fine. KL reiterated that if residents park on a footpath PCSO’s can’t act without evidence. 

5. Correspondence

a) YLCA – Their Annual Report and details of the Annual Meeting on Saturday 14th July had been received. No Cllrs volunteered to attend the Annual Meeting, KBl and DP sharing the Annual Report and SM to circulate the e-mails to all Cllrs.
b) E-mail from Scarecrow Committee regarding Public Liability (PL) insurance for the festival weekend – Update. SM reported the Clerk had contacted the PC’s insurers and we are insured for PL but only on land that the PC owns or controls. The insurers advised that all other Appleton organisations involved should check their policies too. Since then DP had checked with the organisers and the Village Hall, Church and Methodist Chapel all have sufficient PL insurance cover for the event. 
c) BP reported that a new bird bath had been installed at the Smithy Green.

d) Allotment tenant in arrears - PG reported that Mr Walker a current allotment tenant still had not paid the rental which had been due in January and that one of the sheds there had been removed, the other one is packed flat, since her visit to the tenant. A letter had recently been received from him stating that he no longer needs the allotment with effect from 30th June. Mr W had recently told a Cllr that he doesn’t want anything currently left there. KBl said that we need that in writing before we can legally dispose of the 2nd shed. This was agreed and Cllrs decided to waive the 6 months’ rent due. Once we have this Ms McTiernan from Roselea can be contacted stating that an allotment has become vacant. Note: Since the meeting, the Clerk has received a letter from Mr W stating that anything now left on his former plot can be disposed of.

7. Planning Matters
No planning matters to discuss except an update on the Appeal previously received re Field South of Front Street. (17/02471/OUT). The Clerk submitted the Council’s response to the appeal and has received an e-mail confirming its receipt.
8. Financial matters 







a. Agreed to pay Appleton Wiske Village Hall £12.00 for use of Annex for June meeting – Chq no 164.
b. Agreed to pay Paul Robson £168.00 for cutting of playing field 4 times- Chq no 166. SM to send a note to ARA asking them to reimburse the Council.
c. Agreed to pay McAfee £31.99 for renewal of Anti-virus protection for laptop –Chq no.165.
d. Agreed to pay SM June salary £110.47 - Chq no.167.

e. Agreed to pay HMRC £82.80 – Chq no. 168.
f. Approval for the Clerk to purchase a wireless mouse for the laptop at a cost of £10 to £15.

g.
The Clerk updated Cllrs on the progress of the changes to bank signatories – the bank returned the forms asking for a copy of the Committee minutes signed by 2 Cllrs and for 2 forms of ID to be sent to them for each of the 2 new signatories. The signed minutes, forms and SM’s 2 forms of ID were passed to KBa for action 10 days ago. The bank should now have them and BACS payments should be possible by the next meeting.
9. Reports from Representatives
· PG – asked who should be contacted for ARA matters – Andrew I’Anson or Leonie Smith was proposed.

· DP reported that the revision to bin collection arrangements is working well so far. Black bins to be collected on Thursday this week, green and recycling on Wednesday next week. 
· Newsletter - deadline 15th July. KBl has contacted people who usually submit articles. E-mailing the newsletter instead of printing it was discussed. Osmotherley’s newsletter is uploaded to their website and residents informed by e-mail. Suggested that Mark Easby should be able to assist with this. A limited number of copies will be made available in the Village Shop for residents with no computer access. KBl suggested that we send an e-mail out with an option to unsubscribe. It was suggested that his list of contacts for the Village Diary could be used. It was agreed that SM contact Mark to upload the July newsletter and the June and July minutes to the website.
· PG reported on several incidents where the same white vehicle was parking on the Village Green. She had informed the owner that parking there wasn’t allowed and that seems to have worked. Parking issues in the village generally were discussed, particularly that quite a number of houses had more than one vehicle and no off-street parking available to them. 
10. AOB for information or September agenda

· DP – HDC new portal to report fly tipping – no issues so far.
· Printer KBl had brought it to pass to DP after the meeting.
· When Willow End and Rowan House were built in 1998 the Parish Council had allowed vehicular access across village green to the rear of these properties and also to Ivycroft in exchange for a financial consideration. Recently a tractor had been seen using the narrow access road to the land behind the 3 properties and the ownership of the land was discussed. SM reported that most of the land was owned by Tony Harris (TH). Some had been purchased by Ivycroft and Rowan House and some rented to others. She explained that the access road belonged to the 3 properties and that the tractor could barely fit across the narrow part of the access road behind her house (Willow End). KBl to contact TH to see what he knows about the tractor and access rights.
· Reported that the Vodafone boxes at the Recreation Field have now been painted green.

· Grasscutting at Great Smeaton costs £46 and Hornby £64, £110 total per cut. SM to look at our costs and circulate them to Members. 

· 1 of the 3 flower tubs outside Dr Patel’s house is broken. The tubs were purchased by Appleton in Bloom and broken ones can be removed if necessary. Allocation of responsibilities between Cllrs and the new Clerk to be on September’s agenda. Current list to be forwarded to the Clerk by DP for circulation to Cllrs.
