
Appleton Wiske Parish Council 

Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held in the Village Hall Meeting Room on Monday 03 September 2018 that commenced at 7.30 pm. 

Present

1. Public Comment 
One member of the public present, Kim Laws, PCSO for Appleton Wiske area.
Kim read her report out but there was little to report this month.

2. Apologies & Declaration of interest for any agenda item. 

Apologies - Steve Watson (SW) and Jane Strickland (JS)

Declarations of Interest – Chair Derek Partington (DP) for Agenda item 4d).

3. Minutes of the July 2018 meeting.
Minutes of the July 2018 Meeting were agreed and signed off.
4. Matters Arising:
a) Changes in Data Protection Regulations – Update. KBa stated that he had sent draft regs to DP today, and will circulate to all members for final approval at the next meeting. 
b) CCTV camera – Update KBl reported his frustration that the person he needs to speak to at HDC is on holiday. It was raised that Tim Swales may be still involved and may be able to assist 
c) Report on progress on any other outstanding items from previous meetings
i. Request from Briarmede Cottage for assisted access from the road to front door across the Village Green – letter from NYCC.
The committee’s understanding is that, although they would like to agree to the fitting of the handrail for Mr Richardson, they are not allowed to place a permanent structure on the Village Green. Health and safety issues for him were raised and it was agreed that they would await the YLCA’s decision before replying formally. KBa will also look at how the situation may be resolved.
ii. Letter from B Walker re his former allotment. – A letter was received from Mr Walker dated 3rd July stating that he did not want any of the items left on the allotment and that he had no way of moving anything still there. BP reported that Alan Wilson had picked up the large shed and it is being stored at his farm. PG agreed to let the resident of Roselea know that there was now an allotment available.
iii. Grass cutting costs – AWPC and comparison with others. After some discussion it was raised that the grass cutting contract is due for renewal next year. SM to find the current schedule and circulate it. DP to talk to the grasscutter from Hornby and Great Smeaton.
iv. Access rights to field for tractor, across the village green, in the  lane at the rear of Willow End. SM reported that she had spoken to the owner of the field about it and that she thought the details were in her legal documents when she purchased Willow End. KBl stated that there were legal agreements about it in the Village Hall filing cabinet.SM to bring both to the next meeting for discussion. 
d) Road C2 between Appleton Wiske and Cleveland View – DP reported that his wife had hit one of the potholes on this road in her car and that she had put in a claim to NYCC Highways.  DH reported that the road was on the list to be repaired next year. Members discussed that the road had been on the list to be repaired for several years now and was still in an appalling condition. Cllrs to seek reassurance that it will be repaired soon. DH reported that Nigel Smith from NYCC Highways was leaving his current post for promotion and will be in charge of Highways. KBl reported that the Deighton Road was also in a very poor condition.
e) Replacement of bench at Willow End – DP stated that the bench at the school end of the village was in a bad state and suggested that it should be replaced by the bench currently outside Willow End and a new bench purchased for Willow End. KBl suggested that the Scarecrow money could be spent on key blocks from the Lord Nelson pub to Baker Street (“The Cut”). Another possibility was to replace the picnic benches outside the Lord Nelson which were in a very poor state of repair. KBl was ask to provide estimates for these – it was thought that the former would be too expensive. Replacement of the flower tubs was also discussed and it was thought that Appleton in Bloom was to be wound up next year. KBl and BP offered to refurbish the tubs but someone would be needed to re-plant the tubs if Hamish Joyce was to move house. SM said that she could do that and the issue of watering them was discussed. KS reported that there was a drain cover and paving stone slab which seemed to be falling into a hole close to the trough near the kissing gate. It was thought that it was a Yorkshire Water cover and an urgent health and safety problem. She also reported that there was an issue with the drainage of the farmer’s field behind Meserani on Hornby Road. It was reported that there is about £1,000 left from the Scarecrow Festival monies.
f) Any other matters arising for information only.

5. Correspondence.
a. YLCA e-mails – SM reported that she was still having problems forwarding these and KBl reported similar issues. A solution is to be explored.
b. Letter from 2 Hunters Ride requesting removal of a tree, on PC land, in close proximity to the property – KBl reported that the trees in Hunters Ride were planted by Bovis Construction when the houses were built. KS raised that the arboriculturist from NYCC had surveyed all the trees in the village fairly recently. SM to check the pc’s insurance policy to check if we would be covered for the cost of removal of the tree and to look at the report from the last tree inspection survey. KS to talk to the resident.
c. CPRE Summer Newsletters – KBl took the folder and will circulate them.
d. Request from Appleton Wiske Pre School for a donation towards the cost of the 2018 Fireworks Display – a discussion was held and it was agreed that a donation be made at a similar amount to last year. KBl to check last year’s minutes and a decision to be made at the next meeting. He also agreed to speak to the Pre-School about it.
e. Email from Peter Swan, Meserani to DP re dog fouling on his premises. DP had replied that he should contact the Dog Warden. KBl spoke re the dog poo dispenser and that the bags he had put in it had been used up very quickly. Agreed that he could purchase a roll of the bags to fit in the dispenser at an approx. cost of £30 for 600.

7. Planning Matters.

a. Works to trees subject to a Preservation Order – Hereford House Hornby Road - ref 18/01505/TPO. SM had spoken to the resident and the committee agreed that they had no observations. SM to pass this on to Hambleton DC.
b. Approval of plans for Construction of new access route from the existing driveway to the dwelling house – Southfield Farm Appleton Wiske – ref 18/01336/FUL – already dealt with last meeting.
c. Field South of Front Street rejected - ref-17/02471/OUT – DP reported that the planning permission for 5 houses had been rejected at appeal. 
Financial Matters
d. Budget Report for the Quarter Ended 30th June 2018. SM presented the report and commented that the precept received was for 6 months and that the VAT received was for a year, both of which overstated the income for the quarter. Members were pleased to receive the report and would like to receive it each quarter from now on.
e. Agreed to pay Appleton Wiske Village Hall £12.00 for use of Annex for July meeting – cheque payment. 

f. Agreed to pay Paul Robson £168.00 for grass cutting of playing field (4 times) in July – cheque payment.
g. Agreed to cancel cheque to McAfee £31.99 for renewal of Anti-virus protection for laptop and replace it with a cheque to the Clerk for reimbursement. SM reported that she had telephoned McAfee and it was not possible to pay by cheque and that she had renewed the subscription by paying with her personal card.
h. Agreed to pay Clerk for stationery (postage stamps & envelopes) £6.80 – cheque payment
i. Agreed to pay the Clerk for a wireless mouse for laptop £7.99 – cheque
j. Agreed to reimburse Ken Blackwood for purchase of dog waste dispenser £82.79 – cheque.

k. Agreed to pay invoice on behalf of ARA for white lining of the tennis courts - £1150.00 plus VAT= £1380.00 (£1150.00 already received from ARA) – cheque.

l. Agreed to pay CT for grounds maintenance £500 (July & Aug) – cheque.

m. Agreed to pay St. John’s Ambulance £165.60 for Scarecrow Festival and refund balance of £110.40 to the Scarecrow Festival Committee.
n. Income received – Wayleave from Northern Powergrid £4.60.

o. Income from Scarecrow Festival £276.00.

p. Income due from ARA for 3 months’ grasscutting - £420.00

8. Reports from Representatives
a. Update on printer owned by the PC – KBl reported that despite cleaning the print heads some colours were working but not all. SM reported that there were more toners in the filing cabinet in the doctor’s office agreed to take them to KBl. 
b. Update on newsletter, and change to delivery by e-mail – KBl reported that a draft of the newsletter had been produced and forwarded to DP and SM. SM had printed one copy in colour to show members. KBl reported that he had been given an estimate of £36.80 from the NYCC print room for printing 120 copies. DP reported that 200 were needed which would cost around £60. Agreed that KBl could go ahead with this. The wording of the opening paragraph on page 1 about the future of the newsletters was discussed and DP/SM and KBl to reword the last 2 paragraphs. The website was discussed and the fact that it needed to be updated. SM reported that she had been in touch with Mark Easby about this and she was shortly to receive some training so that she could do it. KBl stated that he would like the training too and SM to arrange and also speak to KBl re the use of MS Publisher software.
9. AOB for information or next month’s agenda – Both DP and KBa need to complete new Declaration of Interests forms as Chair and Vice Chair. – SM to forward the forms to them and to send them to HDC.
Issues had arisen with the Santander Bank change of signatory forms which had been signed at the last meeting. The bank stated that they had not received them so KBl had obtained further copies and these were signed at the meeting. SM to forward these to the bank again obtaining proof of posting.
