	Improvements to area outside shop - KB has received some responses from the 5 property owners that live close to the shop on what they would like to see. Discussion ensued on the next steps once all the replies are received. DT, one of the members of the public attending the meeting, stated that his daughter CT who from Lime Tree House is concerned about developments close to her house. He stated that he is a retired engineer who has dealt with village greens professionally since 1974. He stated that the white stones outside the shop are illegal, look unsightly and, in his opinion, should be removed. He warned the PC to be careful about removing grass from the village green there as original village green grass should be preserved. He offered to help with advice during the project and can be contacted through CT.

	YLCA e-mails – previously circulated.
Bonfire night event – letter from Pre-school requesting a donation from the PC towards the costs. The Pre-school have received a grant of £500 from NYCC which DH had arranged. The PC resolved to give a donation of £100 this year and donations for subsequent years would depend on budget priorities.
Letter from the Christmas Tree Committee requesting a donation towards the cost of a tree for the village – Resolved to give a £200 donation.
E-mail from village resident re damage to her car done by the grass cutting contractor - SM spoke to her to offer that if a meeting was arranged for the contractor to visit to view the damage then the Chair or a PC member would attend with her.
E-mail received from SLCC advising parishes that budget capping will not apply to parishes this year but that significant increases in precept requests should be avoided, unless they have already received support from their local council. 
Letter received from HDC re Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) – the PC has received £474.38 in CIL which is replacing Section 106 (S106). The main difference seems to be that CIL is distributed to parishes at the time of infrastructure works in their parishes whereas parishes need to devise a scheme to spend their S106 monies, submit it to the Council for approval, then submit invoices on completion of the works to receive the funds. Resolved that SM contact HDC to ascertain which scheme has resulted in the income from them.
E-mail received from NYCC to say they are undertaking consultation on their services – closing date 18th November 2019. Resolved that SM circulate the e-mail.
